Students who would like to be part of the Alpha or Omega program must complete the appropriate Intent
form at www.lanetech.org/freshmen. Student will be programmed into Alpha or Omega classes after
completing the Intent Form and acceptance into the program. Students who are interested in the AP
Capstone program will take AP Seminar as a junior elective and AP Research as a senior elective. Students
who attend CPS Academic Centers will be placed in the appropriate class based on credits for completed
courses. Students will work with their counselors annually to schedule the appropriate classes for their
sophomore, junior, and senior years. More information is provided in the Meet & Greet presentation.

A Entering freshmen may take Geometry based on their Algebra exit exam score.

* The third and fourth year of PE/ROTC can be waived. Students will work with their counselors during their
sophomore year to determine whether they are required to take PE/ROTC Il & IV.

All students will work with their counselors annually to select classes for the following year. Counselors
perform credit checks each year to ensure that students are on track to meet all CPS graduation
requirements and will assist students with choosing classes.
